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DOT Hazardous Materials Training: The Complete Course

49 CFR 172.704 requires training every three years, or as the regulations change, for employees 
who handle hazardous materials.

The Department of Transportation (DOT) makes training mandatory for almost anyone who 
handles hazardous materials, regardless of the amount. Training is required for anyone who selects 
or fills hazardous materials packages, labels containers, completes or signs shipping papers, loads or 
unloads vehicles, or operates vehicles used to transport hazardous materials.
